The nationwide anger
that was triggered by the murder of a Kurdish woman, Jina Amini, at the hand of the Iranian
so-called “morality-police” on September 16, 2022 united the people's discontinuous resistance
under the umbrella of the ‘women, life, freedom’ revolution. As we speak, this revolutionary
movement enters into fourth month. It has become the basis for reclaiming the right to freedom
and life for everyone. The revolution of ‘women, life, freedom’, which started in Kurdistan,
became a widespread nation-wide movement. Most of the people regardless of their nationality,
class, gender, age, and even political view, have joined this movement to say "no" to this
bloodthirsty government.

In order to support and show solidarity with the revolution of ‘women, life, freedom’ inside
Iran, the resistance of Kurdistan and Baluchistan, and to raise the voice of all freedom-seekers
against the Islamic Republic of Iran, we as “The joint cooperation of the left, democratic,
and libertarian forces in supporting the revolution of ‘women, life, freedom’ /Germany-
Cologne,” with the leading role of women and the egalitarian and democratic forces of
Kurdistan and Iran, as well as the democratic forces of Europe and especially Germany, we
will hold a public rally and march on January 28, 2023 in the city of Cologne. Therefore, we
invite all who seek freedom to participate in this march with their symbols and colours so that
it becomes an effective action in supporting the revolution of ‘women, life, freedom’ in
Kurdistan and Iran.
